	always loved singing in the shower.  He knew an act was born when he heard applause outside his window.  Since then Dean's lively concerts have enchanted the most discerning audiences.  His melodious voice, bewitching style and comic timing have inspired audiences to dub him an exhilarating mixture of "Romantic Crooner" and "Court Jester of Song."  Dean's concerts are filled with musical variety crafted from America’s Popular Song Book (Cole Porter, Duke Ellington, Glenn Miller) and Broadway’s Greatest Hits (Rodgers & Hammerstein, Kander & Ebb, Andrew Lloyd Webber) ... and as well as a few surprises.

Dean’s concerts have earned him Artist of the Year designation by Professional Artists in Los Angeles.  The Los Angeles Times wrote: “[Regan is] likable and sympathetic.  You couldn’t find yourself in better 'Company.'”  The Los Angeles Drama-Logue reported: “when Regan sings ... it tears your heart out” and dubbed him “charming, handsome, foot-loose and fancy-free.”  Drama-Logue called his performance as the “Emcee” in Cabaret “stunning and poignant.”  He is also the recipient of the Garland Award and Drama-Logue Award for his musical theater performances in Los Angeles.
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Dean earned his degree in Theater from U.C.L.A and then traveled around the U.S. with the First National Tour of The Pirates of Penzance working with Jim Belushi, Maureen McGovern, George Rose, and Peter Noone (of the musical group “Herman’s Hermits”).  During the tour he was honored to perform at the White House for President and Mrs. Reagan.  After the National Tour he moved to New York, performed on Broadway and acted on several Daytime Dramas, as well as Off-Broadway productions. Since then, Dean’s numerous Stage, Television and Film credits include performances in Cabaret, The Man of La Mancha, The Music Man, How To Succeed in Business..., Company, Equus, Hay Fever, Once Upon a Mattress, Frankenstein, NYPD Blue, Dischord and Working Girl.
